Scavenger Hunt List

Level Up Challenges

1. Find a Feeling
Ask the AAC user to:
	 a. Tell me a feeling you have felt today.
	 b. Examples they might choose: happy, tired, 	
 	    excited, frustrated, silly.
2. Something that makes noise
	 a. Examples: keys, toy, door, shaker, water, a 	
 	    bird outside.
	 b. AAC targets: loud, quiet, make noise,  
 	    listen, hear.
3. Something you can eat
	 a. A snack or food item.
	 b. AAC targets: eat, food, want, don’t 
	    want, yummy.
4. Something that moves
	 a. Examples: ball, bike, toy car, pet, leaf  	
 	    blowing in wind.
	 b. AAC targets: go, move, fast, slow, look!
5. Something with your favorite color
	 a. Find anything in the user’s preferred color.
	 b. AAC targets: color, like, my favorite, this one.
6. Something that is cold
	 a. Examples: ice, fridge item, cold water, 
	    metal outside.
	 b. AAC targets: cold, touch, feel, brrrr, help.

7. Something round
	 a. Examples: ball, lid, plate, button, rock.
	 b. AAC targets: round, circle, find, look, here.
8. Something that smells good or bad
	 a. Examples: candle, flower, food, soap, trash  	
 	    (if appropriate).
	 b. AAC targets: smell, good, bad, yuck, I like, I 	
 	    don’t like.
9. Something from outside
	 a. Examples: stick, rock, leaf, flower, grass.
	 b. AAC targets: outside, nature, look, found it.
10. Something you love
	 a. Anything meaningful—toy, person, pet, 
	    book, blanket.
	 b. AAC targets: love, favorite, want, special, 	
 	    mine, sunny, cloudy, windy, rainy, cold, hot.

How to play:
•	Give 1 clue at a time or print the full list.
•	They respond using their AAC device—by finding words, building phrases, using symbols, 

or sharing images.
•	Celebrate each item with high-fives, praise, or tokens!

•	 Sentence Builder:  
Use 2–5 words to answer each clue.

•	 Speed Round:  
10 seconds to find a word!
