QT METRICS BY TARGETED INDUSTRY

Of the 3,507 new job commitments from the first quarter of 2016, 79 percent came from existing Ohio
companies while 21 percent came from attraction projects. More than half (67 percent) of the total $720
million in capital investment came from expansion projects. These results reflect JobsOhio’s effort to

maintain strong relationships with our existing Ohio companies.
