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03 METRICS BY TARGETED INDUSTRY

Of the 4,855 new job commitments from the third quarter of 2016, 78 percent came from existing Ohio
companies while 22 percent came from attraction projects. Comparably, 84 percent of the total $733
million capital investment came from existing companies. These results reflect JobsOhio's effort to

maintain strong relationships with our existing Ohio companies while attracting new companies.
