Who do 
you agree with and why?

• How did you feel when 
Isabelle damaged Maya’s 
toys? Has a similar situation 
ever happened to you? How 
did you resolve it?

• In chapter nine, why was it 
important for Maya to say no 
to Isabelle?

• Dazzle’s wish “had come 
true in a surprise way. His 
hard start had turned into 
a happy ending” (page 66). 
Have you ever wished for 
something that came true in 
an unexpected way?
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
