Using the raw data from Gale Primary Sources, students and researchers 
at the University of Helsinki develop tools to improve their research.

THE RESOURCES
Eighteenth Century Collections Online (ECCO) from global publisher 
Gale, a Cengage Company, is the world’s premier online library of 18th 
century printed works; over 180,000 titles and editions (200,000 volumes), 
published between 1701 and 1800, and printed in English-speaking 
countries, or countries under British colonial rule. The majority of works 
in ECCO are in the English language but there are also works printed in 
Dutch, French, German, Italian, Latin, Spanish and Welsh.

Nineteenth Century Collections Online unites multiple, distinct archives 
into a single resource containing over one hundred types of primary 
source documents. The content is sourced from the world’s preeminent libraries and 
archives and consists of monographs, newspapers, pamphlets, manuscripts, ephemera, 
maps, photographs, statistics, and other kinds of documents in both Western and  
non-Western languages.

Gale Historical Newspapers provides a unique view into more than 400 years of history, and 
supports in-depth scholarly research with a fully cross-searchable and cross-browseable 
portfolio of global historical newspapers and periodicals.

ABOUT
Professor Mikko Tolonen from the University of Helsinki, specialises in Digital Humanities, 
intellectual history and developing digital research. He is responsible for digital intellectual 
teaching and his research interests include data mining for which he uses Gale resources 
to aid his research.

IMPACT ON STUDENTS
According to Professor Tolonen, “having access to the Gale resources makes the students’ 
lives easier, and we are able to direct them to original sources in history. Before they had to go 
to the library and look up physical resources, which was more time consuming.”

Professor Tolonen, went on to explain “for the last 15 years, we have used digital resources, 
but prior to this we had to use the libraries for hard copy materials and microfilm. At the 
University of Helsinki, we mostly use Eighteenth Century Collections Online, Gale Historical

Gale 原始档案

资源

来自国际出版商，圣智学习（Cengage Learning）旗下 Gale 公司的《十八

世纪作品在线》（Eighteenth Century Collections Online, ECCO），是全球领

先的 18 世纪印刷作品在线图书馆，收录 1701 至 1800 年出版的 180,000 多

种书目及同一书目的不同版本（200,000 卷），这些图书均在英语国家或英

国殖民地国家印制。ECCO 中的大部分作品为英语，但也有荷兰语、法语、

德语、意大利语、拉丁语、西班牙语和威尔士语的作品。

《十九世纪作品在线》（Nineteenth Century Collections Online）将各种不同

的档案资料汇集在一起，其中包含一百多种不同类型的原始文件。内容来自全球最知名的

图书馆和档案馆，包括西语和非西语的专著、报纸、小册子、手稿、非正式文献、地图、

照片、统计数据等多种文献资料。

学者简介

Mikko Tolonen 教授来自芬兰赫尔辛基大学，专长数字人文、知识史和开发数字研究工具。

他承担数字知识教学工作，他的研究领域之一是数据挖掘，Gale 的资源是他研究工作的得

力助手。

对学生的影响

Tolonen 教授提出，“对 Gale 资源的访问让学生们的生活变得更容易，我们能够直接让他

们访问历史上的原始文献。而在此之前，他们必须去图书馆寻找纸本资源，需要花费大量

的时间。”

Tolonen 继续解释说，“过去 15 年我们开始使用数字资源，但在此之前我们不得不使用图

书馆的纸本馆藏和微缩胶片。在赫尔辛基大学，我们最常用的是《十八世纪作品在线》、



Newspapers as well as British Library Newspapers and The Economist Historical Archive. 
Having these resources provides our students with access to a lot of different foreign and 
Finnish material. The library has invested a lot in buying digital resources and the students are 
now able to conduct any type of historical research from the 18th century onwards.” 

Professor Tolonen described how they conduct research using Gale Primary Sources, “Using 
the raw data from Gale, myself and the students are able to develop our own tools (xml code), 
which has improved the way we research.”

“Previously there was a limited range of material and accessing this was very time consuming, 
as we didn’t have access to the raw data and the use of interfaces was also limited. With Gale, 
we can now use the raw material and the Gale interface enables us to search faster and build 
our own code, providing us with the ability to access data from anywhere.”

IMPACT ON LECTURERS
Professor Tolonen shared his personal experience of using the Gale resources and how 
these aided his own research, “Whilst trialling Nineteenth Century Collections Online, I was 
teaching a seminar on History, and a lot of students were writing essays which focussed on the 
19th century. Having this trial helped us explore the content we needed; which was the only tool 
we had on this subject!” 

Professor Tolonen went on to explain, “We have since 
acquired access to archives from the Nineteenth Century 
Collections Online, as it proved so beneficial to our research 
on this subject. Having the ability to cross-search more 
than one collection is useful, as for instance you can create 
overlapping results between Eighteenth Century Collections 
Online, Nineteenth Century Collections Online and the 
British Library Newspapers to make valuable comparisons.” 

When asked about the overall impact of Gale Primary Sources at the University of Helsinki, 
Professor Tolonen concluded that, “Having user friendly tools and accessible raw data could 
help attract prospective students and academic researchers in the area of Digital Humanities, 
as they are able to use these resources to build their own code and with access to the raw data, 
scholarship in the field of digital humanities can advance further.”

源让学生能够访问各种不同的外语和芬兰语文献资料。图书馆投入大量的经费购买数字资

源，而学生们则能够开展任何类型的 18 世纪以后的历史研究。”

Tolonen 教授描述了他们如何利用 Gale 原始档案开展研究，“使用来自 Gale 的原始数据，

我自己和学生们都能够开发我们自己的工具（xml 代码），大大改进了我们的研究方式。”

“之前我们可以使用的文献资料非常有限，而且访问过程非常耗时，因为我们不能访问原

始数据且界面的功能也非常有限。有了 Gale 的产品，我们可以使用原始资料，而且 Gale

的界面便于我们更快的检索和构建自己的代码，让我们能够从任何地方访问数据。”

对教师的影响

Tolonen 教授分享了他自己使用 Gale 资源的经验，以及这些资源如何辅助他自己的研究项

目，“在试用《十九世纪作品在线》时，我正在教历史课，许多学生都正在写关于 19 世

纪的论文。这次试用帮助我们找到了我们需要的内容，也是我们那时在这一主题上唯一的

工具！”

Tolonen 教授继续解释说， “我们因此购买了《十九世纪作

品在线》的访问权，因为事实证明它对我们关于这一主题的

研究非常有益。跨库检索的功能也很有帮助，因为有时你会

发现检索结果同时出现在《十八世纪作品在线》、《十九世

纪作品在线》和《大英图书馆报纸》中，可以进行有价值的

比较。”

当被问及 Gale 原始档案对赫尔辛基大学整体上的影响时，Tolonen 教授总结道，“简便

的工具和对原始数据的访问能够吸引数字人文领域未来的学生和学者，因为他们能够使用

这些资源构建自己的代码，而能够访问原始数据则会将进一步提高数字人文研究的学术水

平。”

THE RESOURCES
State Papers Online, 1509-1714, published in four seamless parts, offers 
researchers a ground-breaking online resource for understanding two 
hundred years of British and European history, from the reign of Henry VIII to 
the end of the reign of Queen Anne. The largest digital manuscript archive of 
its kind, State Papers Online, 1509-1714 gathers together 16th- and 17th- century 
British State Papers and links these rare historical manuscripts to their fully 
text-searchable Calendars.

Gale Historical Newspapers provides a unique view into more than 400 years of 
history and supports in-depth scholarly research with a fully cross-searchable and cross-
browseable portfolio of global historical newspapers and periodicals, providing access to 
more than 2,000 titles — from a single interface. 

ABOUT
Mr Johann Petitjean is a Lecturer in Modern History, teaching graduate and 
undergraduate students at the University of Poitiers in France. He is a member of the 
CRIHAM (Interdisciplinary Research Center in History, History of Art and Musicology) 
and is experienced researching varied original documents (diplomatic letters, military 
reports, diaries, handwritten newspapers, State records, and acts) from the Vatican, 
Marseille, London and Malta Archives. Mr Petitjean has also studied maritime trade in 
the south-central part of the Mediterranean area at the end of the 17th century.

IMPACT ON STUDENTS
State Papers Online and Gale Historical Newspapers were used to aid the research for 
“The Show of the Feminine Fashion in the News of the ‘Enlightenment Period’, in France 
and United Kingdom”, a thesis by one of his students, which Mr Petitjean supervised and 
explained, “without the use of this resource from Gale, the level of research achieved would 
not have been possible.”

Mr Petitjean talked about the significant challenges of trying to conduct research 
previously. “In the past, we would use the main library, but would also have to travel to Paris 
to access the BNF (Bibliotheque Nationale de France). Some students and researchers, myself

Gale 报纸杂志历史典藏

资源

《英国政府档案在线，1509-1714 年》（State Papers Online, 1509-1714）分为四

个连续的部分，为研究者理解两百年的英国和欧洲历史提供了前所未有的在线资

源，从亨利八世统治时期到安妮女王统治的结束。《英国政府档案在线，1509-

1714 年》是类似资源中最大的数字化手稿档案库，汇集了十六世纪和十七世纪的

英国政府档案，并将这些珍稀的历史手稿与其可全文检索的分类条目相链接。

学者简介

Johann Petitjean 先生是现代历史讲师，在法国普瓦捷大学教授本科生和研究生课程。他

是 CRIHAM（历史、艺术史和音乐理论跨学科研究中心）的成员，在对梵蒂冈、马赛、伦

敦和马耳他档案馆的各种原始文档（外交信件、军事报告、日记、手抄报、国家记录和法案）

的研究中经验丰富。Petitjean 先生的另一个研究领域是 17 世纪末加勒比海中南部地区的

海上贸易。

对学生的影响

《英国政府档案在线》和 Gale 报纸杂志历史典藏被 Petitjean 先生指导的一位学生用于“法

国和英国‘启蒙时期’新闻报道中女性时尚的体现“这一主题研究中，他解释说，“如果

不使用 Gale 的这些资源，这篇研究的水平不可能达到这样的高度。”

Petitjean 先生谈到了之前开展研究遇到的巨大困难。“过去，我们会使用大学图书馆，但

也需要去巴黎的法国国立图书馆。一些学生和研究者，也包括我自己在内，有时甚至需要

去到更远的大英图书馆、英国国家档案馆，或梵蒂冈和许多其他地方。”

“从经费上讲，这是非常困难的，而且并非所有的学生都能出行，甚至没法去巴黎，去咨



included, occasionally had to travel further and visit The British Library, The National Archives 
in Kew, UK or the Vatican, plus many other places.”

“Financially, this was a significant challenge and not all students were able to travel, not even 
to Paris, to consult the National Archives and even when they could, not all documents would 
necessarily be available when they did visit.”

When asked how the digitisation of these kinds of materials has overcome these 
limitations, Mr Petitjean declared that, “It is like a mini-revolution is going on! The students 
can now access further archives without travelling. Their approach to studies has changed as 
they can research and write a study about Scotland without going there. These digital materials 
“de-nationalise“ the matter of the subjects and the chosen themes.”

Mr Petitjean also commented that, “with the right 
training, all students can benefit from the immediate 
accessibility of these materials, and the content of their 
research becomes richer.” 

Mr Petitjean intends to use State Papers Online even more 
with his Masters students and explained that, “using 
the Calendars in State Papers Online is great, all of the 
transcripts are perfect, and link through to manuscripts 
written by the secretary of the time.”

IMPACT ON RESEARCH
Discussing the benefits of digitised primary sources and how these resources might attract 
prospective students and researchers, Mr Petitjean stated, “The dream would to be able 
to full-text search manuscripts and cross-search in the future with newspapers and archives 
from Italy, China, and many more countries. It would be a colossal amount of work, but it would 
attract many more researchers and students in Humanities, History, Geography and other 
similar fields for their studies.”

“Mr Petitjean concluded by saying, “the benefits of a cross-search platform like Gale Primary 
Sources is a great improvement in the quality of the research and provides students with more 
quality archives.”

类文献资料的数字化如何克服了这些局限性时，Petitjean 先生称，“这就像一场小型的革

命正在进行 ! 学生们现在无需出门就可以访问更多的档案。他们的学习方法发生了变化，

不需要真的去苏格兰就能够研究并撰写关于苏格兰的论文。这些数字资料将学科和研究主

题‘去国家化’。”

Petitjean 先生也推荐道，“经过正确的培训后，所有的学生都能够受益于对这些文献资料

的快速访问，而他们的研究内容也变得更加丰富。”

Petitjean 先生更倾向于让硕士研究生使用《英国政府档案在线》，他解释说，“《英国政

府档案在线》中的分类条目非常好用，所有的文字抄本都很

完美，并链接到当时的国务大臣的手稿。”

对研究的影响

在对数字化原始档案的优势以及这些资源如何能够吸引未来

的学生和研究者的讨论中，Petitjean 先生称，“梦想是未来

能够全文检索和交叉检索来自意大利、中国等许许多多国家

的报纸和档案。这将会是一项巨大的工程，但却会吸引更多人文、历史、地理和其他类似

领域的研究者和学生。”

Petitjean 先生总结道，“像 Gale Primary Sources 这样的交叉检索平台的优势是大大改进

了检索的质量，并向学生提供了更多高质量的档案文献。”

Eighteenth Century Collections Online
Students at Ca’ Foscari University quickly realise the importance of  
Eighteenth Century Collections Online to their research. Understanding  
the 18th century couldn’t be done without it!

RESOURCES
Eighteenth Century Collections Online (ECCO) contains over 180,000 titles 
(200,000 volumes) and more than 32 million pages, making ECCO an 
indispensable leading resource for 18th century research. Users of  
ECCO Part I and Part II can search the full text collections via an intuitive 
user interface.

ABOUT
Professor Flavio Gregori has been teaching English Literature in the 
Ca’ Foscari University since 1995, at various levels. He currently runs 
two courses. One is a three-year bachelor’s degree course on English 
Literature, focussed on the early years of the 18th century; the other is a  
two-year first-level Masters course, focussed on representation of the 
city during the first half of the 18th century from an economic and literary 
perspective, linked with criminality. Professor Gregori has been studying 
the 18th century for 40 years, and although his specific interests have changed during this 
time, much of his research has been centred on three authors – Sterne, Swift and Pope.

In 2016, Professor Gregori curated a critical edition of Laurence Sterne’s Tristram Shandy 
with Mondadori Meridiani. 

THE CHALLENGES
Professor Gregori spoke of the challenges they encountered before using ECCO, “The only 
way to get materials in the past was by going to the library. Personally, I had to go to the 
British Library, and the Bodleian Library, and I had to go through many volumes to find what 
I needed. In the ‘90s I did archival research for a biography, and I had to go to the Public 
Record Office of London.”

Professor Gregori went on to explain, “The main problem was accessing texts. Our students 
of English and French literature were quite lucky because our library has a lot of volumes, 
but they couldn’t access this old material in a systematic way. Before the digitisation of old 
18th century books, we had to travel abroad to research materials, which was very costly and 
time consuming. Digitising these materials has enabled far greater access to these resources, 
saving time and money.”

案例

资源

《十八世纪作品在线》（Eighteenth Century Collections Online, ECCO）收录

超过 180,000 个书目（200,000 卷），超过 3,200 万页，是 18 世纪研究不可

或缺的领先资源。ECCO 第一部分和第二部分的使用者能够通过直观的用户

界面对所有作品进行全文检索。

学者简介

Flavio Gregori 教授自 1995 年起就在威尼斯大学教授各个年级的英国文学。

他目前承担两个课程的教学工作。一个是三年级本科生的英国文学课，着重

18 世纪早期；而另一个是两年的初级硕士生课程，围绕 18 世纪前半叶与犯

罪相关的、从经济和文学角度的城市表征。Gregori 教授已经从事 18 世纪研

究有 40 年的时间，尽管他目前的研究领域发生了变化，但他研究的重心集

中在三位作者上——斯特恩、斯威夫特和蒲柏。

2016 年，Gregori 教授与 Mondadori Meridiani 一同编撰了劳伦斯·斯特恩的《项狄传》的

评注版。

困难

Gregori 教授提及在使用 ECCO 之前他们曾遇到的困难，“获取过去的文献资料的唯一方

法就是去图书馆。我不得不前往大英图书馆和牛津大学图书馆，还不得不浏览大量的书目

才能找到我需要的内容。在上世纪 90 年代，我在为一本传记做档案研究，为此我不得不

去了趟伦敦的公共档案馆。”

Gregori 教授继续解释说，“主要的问题是对文本的访问。我们的英国文学和法国文学学

生们非常幸运，我们的图书馆有很多这类图书，但他们无法以系统性的方式访问这些老旧

资料。在 18 世纪古书数字化之前，我们必须出国寻找研究资料，费用很高且很耗时。对

这些文献资料的数字化大大提升了我们访问这些资源的能力，节省了时间和金钱。”



Professor Gregori also stated, “If used intelligently you can get good focussed research.  
A challenge with students is getting them to understand how to use ECCO to aid their research, 
and that it isn’t just a kind of text warehouse, but an environment where these texts can be 
better understood and analysed, and a deeper knowledge of the period can be developed.”

IMPACT ON STUDENTS
Discussing the impact of Eighteenth Century Collections Online on his students, Professor 
Gregori stated, “The Ca’ Foscari University ECCO is mostly used by students studying English 
Literature. Other students use ECCO because their topic of research is linked with the 18th 
century, as in the case of the history of cinema. I use ECCO with my students; the main topic I 
cover is Literature and Cultural History. I explain to them how to access the resource and the 
materials, how to use keywords, what they can find and what insights they can develop from these 
texts. Professor Gregori went on to explain, “Some of these students can decide to continue and 

to start a Masters thesis on topics related to the 18th century. 
We have the Literature module of ECCO, and can explore 
many types of material. Currently I am using ECCO to prepare 
lessons, so I am taking texts, poetry, satirical pamphlets or books 
relating to the mapping of the city and the development of certain 
city districts. This is very useful because it creates important 
historical context for the students.”

Professor Gregori also stated, “The students quickly 
understand the importance of this tool during the thesis stage of topics related to the 18th 
century. Research on the 18th century couldn’t be done without it!”

Professor Gregori spoke of one particular student’s use of ECCO, “I had a student who got 
her degree and continued studying for her PhD. She studied a topic related to the late 17th 
century and the 18th century regarding sermons of the Anglican Church, and she analysed the 
keywords within these texts. ECCO enabled her to search these keywords in other 18th century 
books. She used ECCO to improve her research and get better results. Her good results were 
partly due to ECCO.”

IMPACT ON RESEARCH
When asked if he thought these kinds of resources might be used to advance scholarship 
in the field of Digital Humanities, Professor Gregori stated, “Yes, I think so, as it can 
create dialogue between people that have the know-how to progress scholarship within 
the Humanities. I am talking about networks they can develop within research facilities, 
independent or privately financed, inside the university system. We must set up similar 
research networks for 18th century studies, and create interactions between scholars using 
primary sources and databases. It would be helpful to create collaborations in the UK, but also 
in Europe too. It would also be interesting to create a board for that purpose.”

Talking about his own research, Processor Gregori concluded, “I used ECCO extensively 
during my research and it was very useful and convenient as I didn’t have to travel. When 
I curated Laurence Sterne’s Tristram Shandy the editorial material and the notes were 
extensive, but it was only through ECCO that I had the chance to verify existing editions. In 
some cases, I confirmed the results, in some other cases not. ECCO allowed me to search for 
materials my previous colleagues wouldn’t have had access to. As a result, I’m now sharing my 
interest in ECCO with my colleagues who study the 18th century.”

Gregori 教授还提出，“如果巧妙的使用资源，你就可以开展主题明确的研究。对学生的

挑战是让他们理解如何利用 ECCO 辅助他们的研究，它不仅仅是知识文本的仓库，也是这

些文本能够被更好地理解和分析的环境，同时也能形成对这一时期的深入了解。”

对学生的影响

在讨论《十八世纪作品在线》对学生的影响时，Gregori 教授说，“威尼斯大学的 ECCO

主要由学习英国文学的学生们使用。其他学生使用 ECCO 是因为他们的研究主题与 18 世

纪相关，例如研究电影的历史。我和我的学生们使用 ECCO，主要议题是文学和文化历史。

我向他们解释如何访问资源和其中的文献资料，如何使用关键词，他们能够找到什么，以

及如何从这些文本中形成自己的见解。”Gregori 教授继续解释说，“一些学生会决定继

续他们的学业，并开始与 18 世纪相关的硕士论文研究。我

们拥有 ECCO 的文学模块，可以找到许多类型的资料。目前

我正在使用 ECCO 备课，我摘录与描绘城市和特定城市区域

发展相关的文本、诗歌、讽刺小册子或书籍。”

Gregori 教授还说，“学生们在他们 18 世纪研究的开题阶段

很快就理解了这一工具的重要性。没有它就无法开展 18 世

纪研究！”

Gregori 教授提到了学生使用 ECCO 的一个具体实例，“我有一位学生获得硕士学位后

继续攻读博士学位。她研究与 17 世纪晚期和 18 世纪英国圣公会教堂布道相关的主题。

她分析了这些文本内的关键词。然后她在 ECCO 中检索其他 18 世纪书籍中的这些关键

词。她利用 ECCO 提升了她的研究并得到了更好的结果。她的出色研究结果部分归功于

ECCO。”

对研究的影响

当被问及他是否认为这类资源也可以用于推动数字人文研究领域的学术水平时，Gregori

教授回答说，“是的，我是这样认为的，因为它能够在知道如何推进人文研究学术水平的

研究者之间建立对话。我是指他们能够在独立或私人资助研究机构、大学体系之内建立网

络。我们必须为 18 世纪研究建立类似的研究网络，在使用原始文献和数据库的学者间建

立互动。这不但有助于在英国，也有助于在欧洲实现协作。为此成立一个委员会将会是引

人关注的。”

谈到他自己的研究项目，Gregori 教授总结说，“我在我的研究中广泛使用 ECCO，它非常

地有用和方便，因为我不需要再出差。在我编撰劳伦斯·斯特恩的《项狄传》时，有大量的

编辑材料和注释，只有通过 ECCO，我才有机会校验现有的版本。有时我能验证结果，但

有时不能。ECCO 让我能够找到我之前的同事无法找到的资料。因此，现在我会和研究 18

世纪的同事分享我对 ECCO 的关注。”



CASE STUDY

Eighteenth Century Collections Online
Eighteenth Century Collections Online provides access to content you may otherwise 
struggle to obtain. What was once only available in source libraries is now fully 
available in one central digital resource.

ABOUT
Professor Riccardo Capoferro teaches English Literature at Sapienza 
University of Rome, focussing on “the long 18th century” that covers  
1688 to 1815. His research interests are not only 18th century narrative, 
but non-literary genres such as reviews or periodicals.

THE CHALLENGES
Professor Capoferro spoke of the challenges he faced in the past when 
conducting his own research, “The main obstacle was geographical distance, having to travel 
to the archives, and often having to take researchers abroad to collect the information needed.” 

Professor Capoferro explained, “Before 
I had access to Eighteenth Century 
Collections Online, I had to buy a flight 
ticket to London to access the British 
Library, but thanks to ECCO I saved money 
on flights and a lot of time. Furthermore, our 
libraries have difficulty in purchasing rare 
books because of a lack of funds, but ECCO 

provided me with access to content I would have otherwise struggled to obtain. With ECCO, 
what was once only available in just a few places is now available in one central resource.”

IMPACT ON RESEARCH
Discussing the impact that Eighteenth Century Collections Online had on his research, 
Professor Capoferro stated, “Digitising these materials has let me have access to an 
abundance of material, allowing for a more text-based research focus. ECCO was a crucial tool 
during my doctoral research on the 18th century, as it helped me have access to new materials

which I might otherwise have overlooked. I was able to access obscure works such as ‘The 
Travels and Adventures of William Bingfield’,‘A Voyage to Cacklogallinia’ and ‘A Narrative of 
the Life and Astonishing Adventures of John Daniel’. Overall ECCO had a positive impact on 
my research output.”

Professor Capoferro went on to explain that, “Digital resources like ECCO can attract 
students and researchers from other universities, as they will consider such resources in their 
evaluation of which university is best suited to their needs.”

“In addition, a key benefit of having a cross-search platform like Gale Primary Sources is that it 
helps users find more relevant material and accelerate their research.”

In conclusion, Professor Capoferro stated “there has been a dramatic increase in the amount 
of 18th century research that has been undertaken using these resources. And it is clear these 
resources are becoming fundamental to the growth of the Digital Humanities.”

ABOUT
Professor Lidia De Michelis teaches English Culture and Culture of the 
English-speaking world at the University of Milan, with a focus on Cultural 
Studies including Linguistics and Cultural Mediation.

Professor De Michelis’ research interests are the narratives of the early 
18th century, which includes the journalistic and propagandist works of 
the greatest authors of the 18th century. Professor De Michelis is also 
interested in English Literature of the 21st century, especially political or key cultural 
speeches. She actively participates in Anglo-Italian conferences on 18th century studies 
and is currently editing a book with Frank O’Gorman which contains a selection of essays 
from the Anglo-Italian Eighteenth Century Conference of York. 

THE CHALLENGE
Professor De Michelis explained some of the challenges experienced before using 
Eighteenth Century Collections Online, “You had to travel to get the materials you needed. 
Often there weren’t enough funds for a long journey abroad, so students, researchers and 
professors had to pay part of their own living costs. We had to use Italian or foreign funds to 
travel and access materials from libraries abroad, and the first day was spent booking the 
volumes required from the library to hopefully ensure you had access to the materials you 
needed. We had to do the bibliographical research first, then transcribe the materials. Back 
then there was a lack of index references too, so you had to work for one or two weeks before 
you travelled, just to organise the bibliographical material.”

Professor De Michelis went on to explain, “The limitations we encountered were mainly 
related to identifying the bibliography. We had to work from catalogues; we didn’t have access 
to unlimited texts per day and to access some documents you had to gain permission. Another

困难

De Michelis 教授解释了在使用《十八世纪作品在线》之前经历的一些困难，“你必须外

出寻找你需要的资料。通常我们没有足够的经费支持出国出差，因此学生、研究者和教授

们都必须自行支付部分的食宿费用。我们不得不使用意大利或外国经费出差和访问国外图

资料。我们首先要做参考书目的调研，然后抄录这些资料。那时，索引参考工具也很缺乏，

problem was the reproduction of books; you couldn’t do photocopies but had to order them. This 
led to high costs, but now we have Eighteenth Century Collections Online and I have found it 
very useful.”

IMPACT ON RESEARCH
Professor De Michelis stated, “Digitising these materials has allowed us immediate access, 
saving money on travel and saving a lot of time. ECCO also allows you to search words included 
in old and rare 18th century books, which helps you to narrow in on a specific topic from a 
broader range of materials.”

Professor De Michelis described how ECCO aided her research. “I researched the pamphlets 
of Daniel Defoe, but ECCO was useful too when I wrote about the South Sea Company and the 
text ‘General History of Discovery’.”

“ECCO helped me in getting earlier editions of books before 
someone published revised editions. In general, it helped me 
with targeted research whilst other researchers found this 
more difficult. It helped me find books not yet available as 
modern editions.”

“I have been an expert on 18th century studies for 25 years. 
I have used ECCO for the last 10 years, during which time I 
think I have used almost 150-200 volumes. As an expert on 

the 18th century I appreciate having a vast range of resources, the more the better, especially for 
scholars who focus on specific niche topics.”

Professor De Michelis concluded by saying, “ECCO is a key resource because it gathers 
together and makes available a wealth of cross-searchable primary source material 
immediately. It enables researchers to go from one inspired idea to another, and so helps 
advance scholarship in the field of Digital Humanities.”

CASE STUDY

Slavery and Anti-Slavery 
Students at Leiden University who study American History and American Slavery 
love doing research from the Slavery and Anti-Slavery digital archive, as it reveals  
the facts and turns them into researchers.

THE RESOURCES
Slavery and Anti-Slavery is a digital archive in four series devoted to the 
study and understanding of the history of slavery in America. Part I: Debates 
over Slavery and Abolition is a scholarly collection of approximately 1.5 
million pages of primary source documents focussing on the abolitionist 
movement and the conflicts within it, the anti- and pro-slavery arguments 
of the period, and the debates on the subject of colonisation. The collection 
assembles a wide variety of materials – more than 7,000 books and 
pamphlets, 80 newspaper and periodical titles, and major manuscript 
collections. Varied sources include well-known journals, private papers, 
monographs, pamphlets, manuscripts and periodicals that explore the 
economic, gender, legal, religious, and government issues surrounding the 
slavery debate.

ABOUT
Professor Damian Pargas, Professor of American History at Leiden University, specialises 
in American slavery. He teaches Masters and BA students in North American studies and 
supervises PhD students on slavery in America, as well as in South America and Europe.
Professor Damian Pargas’ research interests also include slavery in the Atlantic world 
and America, research in 19th century slavery and African American freedom studies from 
history and today. 

THE CHALLENGE
Professor Pargas explained the significant challenge of conducting research prior to using 
the Slavery and Anti-Slavery digital archive, “Quite simply, students couldn’t do any research 
here, they would have to go to America and spend money and time in order to do any research.”

Professor Pargas was a student himself in 2000 and did his thesis in 2004, for which he 
had to fly to Washington D.C. and spend the whole of summer conducting research, “The 
University had a special scholarship to sponsor the costs for students to go to America to 
access information. Otherwise it was really only privileged students with family in America who 
were able to do the research.”

资源

《奴隶制与反奴隶制》（Slavery and Anti-Slavery）是包含四个系列的数字档案，

专注对美国奴隶制历史的研究与理解。《第一部分：奴隶制和废奴的辩论》（Part 

I: Debates over Slavery and Abolition）是近 150 万页原始文献的学术资料库，

着重废奴运动及其内部冲突、这一时期反对和赞同奴隶制的争论，以及对殖

民化问题的讨论。该资料库集合了大量各类资料——超过 7,000 种图书和小

册子，80 种报纸和期刊，以及大量的手稿。各种资源包括知名的期刊、私人

学者简介

Damian Pargas 教授是荷兰莱顿大学的美国历史教授，专长美国奴隶制研究。

隶制研究。Damian Pargas 教授的研究领域还包括大西洋国家和美国的奴隶制，以及对 19

困难

IMPACT ON STUDENTS
Professor Pargas’ PhD students conducted research on runaway slaves in North America 
and they used the collections focussed on slavery, abolition and social justice. 

Talking about the impact of these resources on his students, Professor Pargas stated, 
“Slavery and Anti-Slavery has a lot of source material on America and the Caribbean (it 
contains court documents, newspapers, government debates and letters). It is a very good 
source for comparison, for example, studying when slavery and the movement of slaves was 
abolished across French colonies like Haiti.”

Professor Pargas went on to explain, “My students are able to research runaway slaves. Using 
Slavery and Anti-Slavery allows them to look at actual newspaper documents like adverts 
and announcements from that particular time-period and find out factual information on the 
subject. For students researching black citizenship, they can look at court documents and find 

out a wealth of information, that otherwise just wouldn’t be 
available, unless they actually travelled to America.”

Professor Pargas, also commented that digitising these 
materials has had significant cost and time saving benefit 
for students, “It’s cost effective; there is no need to travel 
and it’s time effective too. It’s very quick and easy to find the 
information you need, which you can do remotely and without 
having to travel to America.”

Professor Pargas has incorporated these resources into his teaching. Here’s how his 
students respond to them, “For the last half hour of my class I ask students to look at actual 
material from Supreme Court records and newspapers. For example, I put my students in 
three groups, and tell them to look at newspapers articles from about 1820 on Washington D.C. 
runaway slaves.” 

“The first group researches where the slaves went, the second group researches what age the 
slaves were and the third group looks at the family connections the slaves had.” Professor 
Pargas went on to say, “Students love doing research from sources which show them actual 
facts and it turns them into researchers.”

Continuing to explain how these resources might help attract prospective students and 
research, Professor Pargas concluded, “These resources provide us with the ability to 
do research on slavery and write about it; which has brought a major positive impact to the 
University and Holland. It attracts a lot of students from within the country and outside. For 
example, we have a student from Istanbul coming to Leiden University to join a tutorial because 
they do not have the resources in Turkish universities, and the same student will come again 
this year to write her thesis with us.”

“In the past it took students a 
year to write a thesis, now it 
takes less than 6 months. You 
can research a specific topic 
with total ease.”

Pargas 教授也提出对这些资料的数字化为学生节省了大量的费用和时间，“它很划算，不

需要出差，对时间的利用效率也很高。很快速、很容易就能找到你需要的信息，完全可以

远程完成，无需前往美国。”

Pargas 教授将这些资源结合到他的教学中。这是他的学生对

Pargas 教授继续解释这些资源如何能够帮助吸引未来的学生和研究者，他说，“这些资源

它吸引着大量国内外的学生。例如，我们有从伊斯坦布尔到莱顿大学寻找导师的学生，因

为在土耳其的大学他们没有这样的资源，这位学生今年还会再来，和我们一同撰写她的论

文。”

Digital Humanities is a new approach to the discipline which signals the future.

THE RESOURCES
Eighteenth Century Collections Online (ECCO) from Gale, a Cengage 
Company, is the world’s premier online library of 18th century printed 
works; over 180,000 titles and editions (200,000 volumes), published 
between 1701 and 1800, and printed in English-speaking countries, or 
countries under British colonial rule. The majority of works in ECCO are in 
the English language but there are also works printed in Dutch, French, 
German, Italian, Latin, Spanish and Welsh. Full-text searching of 33 million 
pages takes the user directly to facsimile copies of the originals.

ABOUT
Professor Joris van Eijnatten, Head of the Department of History at Utrecht University, is 
interested in Digital Humanities and focusses on a variety of topics including 20th century 
history, Europe, modernity, and religion. In the near future, Professor Eijnatten will also be 
teaching a Masters-level course in Digital Humanities. 

THE CHALLENGES
Professor Eijnatten spoke on how research was carried out prior to acquiring Gale 
resources, “Newspapers, including The Times, were often the go-to resources obtained off 
the shelf in the library. Whilst the problem wasn’t getting this information from the library and 
using the newspapers themselves, it was more about what you could do with them. It’s the 
actual scale and importance of what you can achieve with digital material in Gale Historical 
Newspapers, Nineteenth Century Collections Online and Eighteenth Century Collections 
Online, which can otherwise be very time consuming with print.”

Professor Eijnatten continued, “the greatest challenge is getting students to better engage 
with Digital Humanities, but they need to be trained. It’s not just scrolling through digital 
material, but using the interface to research and find specific points of reference, to use word 
counts and interpret the results in a graph.”

He went on to explain, “Students need to be involved in digital history and reference, they need 
to learn to write code and understand it. This is an important factor in history and this type of 
teaching is gradually being introduced into the curriculum. It’s a new approach in a discipline, 
not only for students but for academics too, but it’s also the future. It’s like getting new skill sets 
to deal with emerging real world challenges.”

THE BENEFITS
According to Professor Eijnatten the benefits to students and researchers are significant:
“Students have been able to extend their research, including supplements from newspapers, 
and relevant periodicals, where there are a wide range of subjects to choose from. Using 
newspaper results to scroll through quickly and discover relevant information is very valuable.”

Professor Eijnatten explained, “You can view 18th or 20th 
century digitalised material by simply clicking on a button 
and scanning through a huge amount of material in a short 
period of time. To use digital resources instead of print, you 
can discover a broad range of texts and analyse them far 
more quickly.”

Professor Eijnatten himself has used Gale Historical 
Newspapers to help with his research into analysing 
definitions of Europe over a wide period of time, as well 
as researching the whole story of Brexit and how British 
newspapers reflect popular perceptions of Europe. 

Discussing the benefits of having a cross-search platform like Gale Primary Sources, 
Professor Eijnatten commented, “it is useful if you are searching, because you can quickly see 
the results and compare them. The individual collections covering the 20th century are also very 
useful for data analysis and researching specific subjects.” 

Commenting on how digital humanities resources might help attract prospective 
students and researchers, Professor Eijnatten stated, “It isn’t just the material that attracts 
prospective students and academic researchers, it is also important to have the software that 
supports the material, and what you can do with this software. Gale Primary Sources has a 
useful interface which helps us to discover the content we need.”

In conclusion, Professor Eijnatten felt that “Digital resources can be used to advance scholarship, 
as they allow for greater flexibility of approaches, enabling researchers to do different things to 
resolve complicated research questions and analyse large quantities of documents.”
