The goals are 
accurate reading and improvement in correct 
number of words read. Students can also do this 
Fluency Check with a copy of the decodable texts 
from the unit lessons.

Text Comprehension
Read the directions with students. Have them 
complete the first item. Provide feedback by telling 
students the correct answer. Use one of these 
options to complete the activity:

•	 Have students complete it independently. 

•	 Complete the remaining items orally with 
students. Then have students add written 
responses independently.

•	 Proceed item by item, providing scaffolding/
support as needed and immediate feedback.
