STEP 1
Read the Safety Instructions

e |t is very important to read the safety instructions on pages 4 and 5.

IMPORTANT: It is the installer’s responsibility to comply with installation clearances.

STEP 2
Unpack Range Hood and Prepare Tools

e Carefully unpack the range hood and parts. Make sure all parts are included as shown on page 6.
¢ DO NOT remove the protective film covering the appliance until the installation is fully completed.

¢ Consult a qualified and trained installer or check local codes for makeup air requirement, if any.

STEP 3
Plan Desired Location

¢ Plan a desirable location that fits all requirements in the Safety and Installation sections of this manual. Plan where
and how the ductwork will be installed.

e A straight or short duct run will allow the unit to perform most efficiently. Long duct runs, elbows and transitions
will reduce the performance of the unit. Each elbow is equivalent to 5 to 10 feet (1.5 m to 3 m) of straight run.
Proper size duct work should be 6 in. (15.3 cm) in diameter.

¢ |f ductwork is already installed: ensure ductwork is free from debris and measures 6 in. (15.3 cm) (1 in. (2.5 cm)
reducers may be used but more than 1 in. (2.5 cm) will overwork the motor and the unit will not function properly).

¢ Wall hood installation: to reach a 9 ft (2.7 m) ceiling make sure hood is installed 33 inches (83.8 cm) from
cooking surface. If you have a ceiling greater than 9 ft (2.7 m), please visit anconahome.com to order a
chimney extension.

STEP 4
Test Unit Functions

e Plug the unit in and test all of the functions before installing.

* Place the range hood on a flat, stable surface. Connect the range hood to a designated standard outlet (120-Volt, 60Hz,
AC only) and turn on the range hood. Verify all operations of the range hood by referring to Range Hood Operations.

e Turn power On in control panel.

e Check all lights and fan operations.

WARNINGS:

* Please make sure to read ALL safety instructions on pages 4 and 5.
* Use two or more people to move and install range hood.

e Failure to follow these instructions can result in serious injury.

STEP 5
Venting Installation Guidelines

The following steps are for exterior ventilation.

IMPORTANT:

Vent system must terminate to the outside (roof or side wall).
DO NOT terminate the vent system in an attic or other
enclosed area.

DO NOT use 4 in. (10.2 cm) laundry-type wall caps.
Use metal/aluminum vent only. A rigid metal/aluminum
vent is recommended.

DO NOT use a plastic vent.

Always keep the duct clean to ensure proper airflow.
Calculate the following figures before installation:

1. Distance from the floor to the ceiling

2. Distance between the floor and the countertop/stove
3. A distance of 24 in. to 30 in. (61 cm to 76.2 cm) is
recommended between stove top and the bottom of
range hood. 30 in. (76.2 cm) minimum is required for
gas stove tops.

4. Height of hood and duct cover.

Height and Clearance

To reach 9 ft (2.7 m) ceiling, make sure :

range hood is installed at least
33 in. (83.8 cm) from cooking surface.

For the most efficient and quiet operation:

I 24in.(610 mm) Min / 30in. (762 mm) Max

It is recommended that the range hood be vented
vertically through the roof through 6 in. (15.3 cm) round,
or through the roof or wall 3-1/4 x 10 in. (8.3 cm x 25.4
cm) rectangular duct or bigger metal/aluminum vent
work.

The size of the vent should be uniform.

Use no more than three 90° elbows.

Make sure there is a minimum of 24 in. (61 cm) of
straight vent between the elbows if more than one
elbow is used.

DO NOT install two elbows together.

The length of vent system and number of elbows should be
kept to a minimum to provide efficient performance.

The vent system must have a damper. If roof or wall
cap has a damper, you may remove damper flaps from
damper to increase air flow.

Only one flange is needed in the air duct system, either
on top of the motor or outside.

Use silver tape or duct tape to seal all joints in the
vent system.

Use caulking to seal exterior wall or roof opening
around the cap.

STEP 6
Preparations

NOTE: To avoid damage to your hood, prevent debris from entering the vent opening.

Determine and mark the center line on the ceiling or wall where the range hood will be installed.
Make sure there is proper clearance within the ceiling or wall for exhaust vent.

Due to the weight and size of this unit, please make sure that the support system or framework being used is stable and
secure in the ceiling or wall.

Put a thick, protective covering over counter top, cooktop or range to protect from damage or dirt.

Remove any hazardous objects around the area when installing.

If moving the cooking range is necessary to install the hood, turn OFF the power on an electric range at the main
electrical box.

STEP 7A (wall hoods only)
Installing the Hood Mounting Bracket

Use a pencil to mark on the wall the desired placement of the range hood mounting screws.
The range hood will be installed on top of this bracket. (See Figure #1-1, #1-2 or #1-3)

Using references in Height and Clearance on Page 12, and Measurements and Diagrams on Page 8, 9 or 10, drill three
holes that will be used to fix the lower mounting bracket.

STEP 8A (wall hoods only)
Installing the Upper Chimney Bracket

Drill two holes according to the size of the upper mounting bracket. The upper mounting bracket should be positioned
flush with the top of the outside chimney. (See Figure #1-1, #1-2 or #1-3)

STEP 10A (wall hoods only)

¢ Hang the range hood on the hooks of the hood mounting bracket.
(See Figure #4)

e Screw the range hood to the wall.

CAUTION - Make certain the range hood is secure before
releasing!

STEP 11A (wall hoods only) _
Connect Ductwork Fig. #4

¢ Attach ductwork to duct. Secure the ductwork with duct tape to make sure joints are secure and air-tight.

¢ Do not install the duct tape too tightly as this may prevent the damper flaps from opening which will overwork the motor
and cause improper functioning of the unit.

¢ Fasten all connections with sheet metal screws and tape all joints with certified aluminum or foil tape. Use caulking to
seal exterior wall or roof opening around the cap.

STEP 12A (wall hoods only)
Connect to AC

e Connect AC plug into a grounded AC outlet having 120V, 60Hz. Place the outlet at a maximum distance of 33-1/2 in.
(851 mm) from where the cord exits on the hood.

Install Filters

To install filters, follow below steps (See Figure #14):

Depending on exterior ventilation chosen (see page 13), either exit the ducting through the ceiling or wall.

Always use rigid type metal/aluminum duct tube (follow the building codes in your area) to
maximize airflow. Make sure that the backdraft flaps can open, to allow maximum airflow.
Connect the duct tube to the vent/damper and securely seal with certified aluminum or foil tape

so that it is air tight. Please check the building codes in your city to learn which tape product is
recommended.

For internal recirculation, please visit anconahome.com to purchase a recirculation kit (sold )
separately), and move locker (located next to motor) into position (see Figure #13). Fig. #13

Angle the filter into slots at the back of the hood.
Push the button on handle of the filter.

Troubleshooting

Problem

Possible Cause

If the range hood or LED light
does not operate after installation:

Check if the range hood has been plugged in, make sure that all power
has been turned back ON, fused not blown and all electrical wiring are
properly connected.

The range hood vibrates when the
blower is on:

The range hood might not have been secured properly on to the ceiling or
wall.

The blower or fan seems weak:

Check that the duct sized used is at least 6 in. (15.3 cm) or 3 1/4 x 10 in.
(8.3 x 25.4 cm). Range hood WILL NOT function efficiently with insufficient
duct size. For example: 7 in. (17.7 cm) duct over 6 in. (15.3 cm) hole and
loosely secured.

Check if duct is clogged or if damper unit (half-circular flange) is not
installed correctly or opening properly. A tight mesh on a side wall cap unit
might also cause restriction to the air flow.

The lights work but the fan is not
spinning at all, is stuck or is rattling:

The fan might be jammed or scraping the bottom due to shipping damage.
Please contact us immediately.

The hood is not venting out
properly:

Make sure the distance between the stove top and the bottom of the hood
is within 24 in. and 30 in. (61 and 76.2 cm) in distance.

Reduce the number of elbows and length of duct work. Check if all joints
are properly connected, sealed, and taped.

Maintenance

Replacing the Light Pucks

A IMPORTANT:

ALWAYS SWITCH OFF THE ELECTRICITY SUPPLY AT THE MAIN PANEL BEFORE CARRYING OUT ANY OPERATION
ON THE APPLIANCE.

Make sure the range hood is unplugged or turn OFF Replace LED lights. Plug in new puck and push
breaker. back into light panel.

Cleaning Filters

IMPORTANT: Drain oil from spacers, filters, oil tunnels, oil containers before oil and residue overflow!
* Remove all spacers, filters, grease tray, and oil containers and discard oil and residue.

* Wash with warm soapy water. NOTE: Filters, spacers and oil tunnel are top rack dishwasher safe.

¢ Dry thoroughly before replacing and follow directions for installation in reverse.

* Filters should be cleaned after every 30 hours of use.

* Should filters wear out due to age and prolonged use, replace with a new filter.



Use and Care Information

Operations

Read and understand all instructions and warnings in this manual before operating the appliance. Save these
instructions for future reference.

Always leave safety grills and filters in place. Without these components, operating fans could catch on to hair, fingers
and loose clothing.

NEVER dispose cigarette ashes, ignitable substances, or any foreign objects into fans.

NEVER leave cooking unattended. When frying, oil in the pan can easily overheat and catch fire. The risk of self
combustion is higher when the oil has been used several times.

NEVER cook on “open” flames under the range hood. Check deep-fryers during use; superheated oil may be
flammable.

Cleaning

The saturation of greasy residue in the fan and filters may cause increased inflammability. Keep unit clean and free of
grease and residue build-up at all times to prevent possible fires.

Filters must be cleaned periodically and free from accumulation of cooking residue (see Cleaning Instructions below).
Old and worn filters must be replaced immediately.

DO NOT operate fans when filters are removed. Never disassemble parts to clean without proper instructions.
Disassembly is recommended to be performed by qualified personnel only. Read and understand all instructions and
warnings in this manual before proceeding.

A SAFETY WARNING: Never put your hand into area housing the fan while the fan is operating!

For optimal operation, clean range hood and all baffle/spacer/filter/grease tray/oil container regularly. Regular care
will help preserve the appearance of the range hood.

Cleaning Exterior Surfaces

Clean periodically with hot soapy water and clean cotton cloth. DO NOT use corrosive or abrasive detergent (e.g. Comet
Power Scrub®, EZ-Off® oven cleaner), or steel wool/scoring pads, which will scratch and damage the stainless steel
surface. For heavier soil use liquid degrease such as “Formula 409®” or “Fantastic®” brand cleaner.

If hood looks splotchy (stainless steel hood), use a stainless steel cleaner to clean the surface of the hood. Avoid getting
cleaning solution onto or into the control panel. Follow directions of the stainless steel cleaner. CAUTION: DO NOT
leave on too long as this may cause damage to hood finish. Use soft towel to wipe off the cleaning solution, gently
rub off any stubborn spots. Use dry soft towel to dry the hood.

After cleaning, you may use non abrasive stainless steel polish such as 3M® or ZEP®, to polish and buff out the
stainless luster and grain. Always scrub lightly, with clean cotton cloth, and with the grain.

DO NOT allow deposits to accumulate or remain on the hood.
DO NOT use ordinary steel wool or steel brushes. Small bits of steel may adhere to the surface and cause rusting.

DO NOT allow salt solutions, disinfectants, bleaches, or cleaning compounds to remain in contact with stainless steel
for extended periods. Many of these compounds contain chemicals, which may be harmful.

Rinse with water after exposure to these compounds and wipe dry with a clean cloth.
